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1. Introduction 

 Jewels International has established JI Chetana College of Special Education. 

The main objective of the College is to undertake manpower development in the field 

of Disability to provide Special Education, Vocational Training, Rehabilitation and 

Psychological Services. The training of Psychologist at higher level is necessary to 

provide Guidance and Counseling to Persons with Disabilities as well as General 

Population. There is a great need of psychologist in the Country to provide services 

concerned with Psychology, Psychotherapy and Counseling.

 The Course prepares the students to work as Psychologists in general with 

special emphasis on School Psychology. 

 
1.1 Duration 
 The duration of the programme is two academic years. 
 

1.2 Eligibility 

 The eligibility for this M.A. in Applied Psychology course is B.A./ B.Sc. or an 

equivalent degree at graduate level. The eligibility for admission is 2nd class Honours 

or Pass with 50% marks in the qualifying degree examination excluding Ancillary and 

Foundation Courses. 

 A candidate for admission to M.A. in Applied Psychology course shall be 

considered as per the Career Marking and Reservation Policy of the Utkal University. 

Seats 

 There shall be 16 seats available for the Course. 

Reservations 

i) SC & ST: 12% of the seats for the SC and 8% for ST (interchangeable). In case 

of non-availability of candidates in one of these categories, seats will be filled 

up from the candidates of the General Category. 

ii) Seats for candidates with disability are reserved as per Govt. rules. In case of 

non-availability, the seats will be filled up from the merit list of general category.

1.7 Examination 

1. The Course for Master of Arts in Applied Psychology shall be offered for two 

years duration consisting of 4 Semesters in the Choice Based Credit System 

(CBCS). Each semester of the course consists of 400 Marks, making a total of 1600 

Marks distributed in 16 papers. In Semesters 1 to 4 Each Paper shall have 100 

Marks. Each theory paper shall have 5 Units. The students shall be required to 

answer questions from each Unit. Questions for the M.A. Applied Psychology 

Examination shall be set accordingly. The detailed syllabus is enclosed. 

2. Each theory paper shall have 3 internal examinations having 20 Marks each 

during the semester. Out of the 3 examinations, two best marks secured by the 

candidate shall be added as internal marks out of 40.  



3. 1st Semester Examination shall be conducted after 6 months of admission. 2nd, 

3rd, and 4th Semester Examinations will be conducted every 6 months thereafter.  

1.8 Pass Mark 

 The Pass Mark in each theory Paper shall be 40%. The Pass Mark in each 

Practical Paper shall be 50%. Aggregate Marks to pass the examination shall be 

50%. The candidates shall be awarded Grace Marks as per the University Norms. 

1.9 Award of Division to Successful Candidates 

The candidates will be awarded the following grade as per the percentages of Marks 

mentioned against each category: - 

50% or above but less than 55%   :      B   

55% or above less than 60%   :     B+  

 60% or above less than 65%                   :               A  

  65% or above less than 70%                   :              A+ 

70% and above     :     O 

1.10 Award of Degree 

 University shall award the Degree “Master of Arts in Applied Psychology” to the 

successful candidates. 

1.11 Reappearance Facility 

Candidates desirous to improve performance in any paper will be given one repeat 

chance. In all such cases, the candidates are required to follow the existing syllabus. 

The highest marks secured by the candidate in any of these chances shall be 

accepted as final and it shall be recorded in the Mark Sheet/ Transcript. 

The candidate who fails in any paper may be allowed to appear in that paper only for 

a maximum of 2 chances within 2 consecutive years. If the candidate fails to pass 

the examination after 2 appearances, he/she will be required to take fresh admission 

1.12 Transitory Regulations 
 Whenever a course or scheme of instruction is changed in a particular year, two 

more examinations immediately following thereafter shall be conducted according to 

the old syllabus/ regulations for the candidates who wish to improve grade or who 

have failed in any paper.
